One of the most en-
riching parts of the experience has
been the opportunity to connect with
our teachers on a deeper level and
collaborate with incredibly talented
and kind peers. The hustle between
lectures and deadlines, and the
constant balancing of schedules are
memories we9ll carry with us.
Collaborating with societies and
committees to ensure everyone9s
voice was properly represented taught
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Guru Angad Dev Ji, the second Guru of the Sikhs was born at Matte di
Sarai, Sri Mukhtsar Sahib, Punjab on 31st March, 1504    to Bhai Pheru
Mall Ji and Mata Sabhrai Ji and was named Lehna. Later on, he married
Mata Khivi Ji and was blessed with two sons, Datu Ji and Dasu Ji along
a daughter, Bibi Amro Ji.   
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Besides maintaining and upholding the traditions laid forth by Guru Nanak Dev Ji, the second Guru also  created 
Gurmukhi script, a medium through which the writings and teachings of Sikh Gurus could be compiled and
disseminated. This revolutionised the circulation of Sikh philosophy and literature, further shaping the creation of
Guru Granth Sahib , which in turn helped building a distinctive identity of Sikhism. Guru Granth Sahib Ji also
features 63  saloks  penned by Guru Angad Ji. His eûorts to spread teachings of Guru Nanak Dev Ji far and wide also
improved literacy among the Sikhs and culminated in inception of a school at Khadur Sahib with the objective to
teach Gurmukhi to the public. 
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His discipleship was subjected to various tests by Guru Nanak Dev Ji himself, following which he came to be renowned
as an embodiment of obedience and service to the Guru and humanity. His unconditional devotion earned him the
name of 8Angad9 - meaning 8guru9s own limb9 or 8part9. This name signiûes the unwavering commitment    shown by
Bhai Lehna ji towards his Guru and his teachings. Before passing away, Guru Nanak Dev Ji installed Guru Angad Dev
ji as his  successor, on 13 June,1539. 
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Bhai Lehna Ji 9s divine journey took a turn on a day when he was passing-
by Kartarpur and heard the recitation of hymns of Asa Di Var from a
distance. After following the source he closely listened to the recitations
by Bhai Jodha and was left impressed; so-much-so that he decided to
travel to Kartarpur Sahib to meet Guru Nanak Dev Ji. Upon meeting the
Guru, Bhai Lehna ji was so profoundly aûected by Guru Nanak9s
philosophy and his missions that he completely surrendered to him and
embraced the thought-school of Sikhism.

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Guru Angad Dev Ji also took keen interest in physical ûtness, and encouraged his devotees to be involved in sports
after their morning prayers. He encouraged everyone to be involved in wrestling bouts or Mal Akharas to compete in
physical ûtness competitions. 
All his teachings are a guiding light to thinkers, philosophers and ordinary people searching for the Truth. His verse
reûecting the emphasis on equality in humanity summarises the tenets of his teachings. 
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How can anyone be called bad? We all  have only one Lord and Master. 

Guru Angad Dev Ji bestowed Guruship on Guru Amar Das Ji rejecting the tradition of primogeniture. He left for
heavenly abode at Khadur Sahib on 29 March, 1552 
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He strengthened the institution of Langar started by Guru Nanak Dev Ji by establishing a community kitchen and
encouraging the Sikhs to do selûess service to the human race and surrender to the Will of God. Embodiment of
generosity, guruji9s    wife Mata Khivi Ji is also known for serving the  sangat  in  langar  to promote    human equality.

PERSPECTIVE 

In the quiet corridors of Indian history, where emperors built empires and revolutions
changed regimes, one figure stood not with an army, but with stillness; not with wrath, but
with resolve. Guru Tegh Bahadur4ninth in the line of Sikh Gurus4emerges not merely as
a religious leader, but as the moral lighthouse for humanity, when darkness threatened to
engulf the very idea of free will.

Born in 1621 at Amritsar to Guru Hargobind
and Mata Nanaki, Tyag Mal was immersed
early in discipline, devotion, and spiritual
insight. Trained in scripture and warfare
alike, he embodied the ideal of Miri-Piri. At
just thirteen, he displayed immense bravery in
the Battle of Kartarpur, earning the name
Tegh Bahadur4Master of the Sword. But his
true power lay not in arms4but in
surrendering ego, embracing silence, and
walking the path of sacrifice.

Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji meditated in solitude at Bakala for nearly two decades. But destiny
found him. After Guru Har Krishan9s passing in 1664, he subtly pointed to his successor
with the words <Baba Bakale.= Amidst a crowd of imposters, it was Makhan Shah
Lubana, a devoted Sikh, who recognized the true Guru. When Tegh Bahadur reminded
him of his silent vow to offer 500 gold coins, Makhan Shah cried out, <Guru ladho re!= -
8The true Guru had been found.9

With humility and resolve, Guru Tegh Bahadur accepted the mantle of Guruship. But
instead of asserting control over rival factions, he stepped away from conflict. He began a
profound journey4across Punjab, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Bengal, and Assam4
spreading the mission of Guru Nanak. His presence became synonymous with service: wells
were dug, trees were planted, hungry were fed, and broken spirits uplifted.

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Guru Tegh Bahadur established a new settlement near the banks of the Satluj in 1672.
Named Chak Nanaki in honor of his mother, it later came to be known as Anandpur
Sahib4the City of Bliss. This became a sanctuary of spiritual growth, community service,
and the unfolding Sikh destiny.

During Aurangzeb9s oppressive reign, forced conversions and religious persecution
intensified. Deeply troubled, Guru Tegh Bahadur toured Malwa, Jullundhur, and Doaba4
strengthening the resolve of the masses. He provided physical aid4wells, cows, trees4and
spiritual support, urging them to stand firm with the strength of God9s name.

In 1675, a group of Kashmiri Pandits arrived at Anandpur Sahib. Victims of persecution,
they sought protection from Guru Tegh Bahadur. Moved by their plight, he realized this
was not just about religion4but about humanity9s right to exist freely. When he discussed
this with his son Gobind Rai, the young child responded, <Who could be more suitable to
make this sacrifice than you, Father?= And thus began his final journey4not toward
survival, but toward immortality.

Accompanied by his devoted Sikhs4Bhai Mati Das, Bhai Sati Das, Bhai Dayala, Bhai
Gurditta, and Bhai Jaita4Guru Tegh Bahadur headed to Delhi. Arrested and imprisoned,
he watched as his companions were tortured and killed before his eyes. Yet he remained
unshaken.

Aurangzeb offered three choices: convert, perform a miracle, or die. Guru Tegh Bahadur
chose the fourth4Truth. On 24th November 1675, in Chandni Chowk, he was beheaded.
His body was secretly cremated by Lakhi Shah, and his head carried to Anandpur by Bhai
Jaita. These heroic acts were immortalized in Gurdwaras Sis Ganj and Rakab Ganj.

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Before his execution, Guru Tegh Bahadur sent a coconut
and five paisa through Bhai Gurditta to his son Gobind
Rai, symbolically passing the spiritual flame. At just nine
years old, Gobind Rai became Guru Gobind Singh4the
Tenth Guru4and the architect of Khalsa. His father9s
martyrdom laid the foundation for a new era of saint-
soldiers.

Guru Tegh Bahadur9s writings459 shabads and 57 saloks4composed in 15 raags, were
later enshrined in the Guru Granth Sahib by his son. They call for fearlessness (nirbhau),
love beyond enmity (nirvair), and detachment from maya. His philosophy teaches us to live
fully in the world4yet remain untouched by its illusions. It is a call to rise beyond ego and
to stand for others4even if it means standing alone.

Guru Tegh Bahadur is rightfully remembered as Hind di Chadar4the Shield of India. But
his sacrifice transcends community or creed. He didn9t die for one religion4he lived and
died to protect the right of every human being to believe, to choose to  profess any faith,
and to live freely without  any fear. Poet Senapat aptly wrote:

Guru Gobind Singh later proclaimed:

Guru Tegh Bahadur9s martyrdom is not a relic4it9s a living flame. It continues in every act
of sewa, every stand for justice, every voice that rises against oppression. His life was a call
to humanity to be fearless, selfless, and compassionate. 

Let us not just remember his sacrifice. Let us live it. Let us become the echo of his truth.

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Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji's sacrifice for humanity is unmatched. He laid down his life
defending a faith system which was not directly aligned to the philosophy and
ideology of the Sikh school of thought - making his martyrdom selfless and
altruistic. Another uniqueness of his martyrdom was his cremation. The Mughals
wanted to cut his body in four parts and display them at the city's gates. However,
the devoted Sikhs did not let this happen. Bhai Lakhi Shah Vanjara, with the help
of his brother, took the body to his house and burnt his mansion to cremate the
body of Guru Sahib. This took place on the night of 11th November in Delhi,
where today Gurudwara Rakabganj Sahib is situated. While Guru ji9s head (sis)
was taken to Anandpur Sahib by Bhai Jaita ji, his head was respectfully cremated in
Anandpur Sahib, where his son Guru Gobind Singh Ji, later honored his sacrifice -
It was done on 17th November 1675. There has been no other instance in history
where there is one body but two cremations, one in Delhi and the other in
Anandpur, with a difference of seven days.

It has been rightly said by Guru Gobind Singh Ji:

The Fight for Human RightsThe Fight for Human Rights
11th November, 1675, a large crowd gathered all over central Delhi; the
roads of Chandni Chowk were stained with the blood of Bhai Mati Das
Ji, ashes of Bhai Sati Das Ji  and Bhai Dayala Ji9s bones. Terror seized
everyone except Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji, the supreme lord. Everyone
gathered at the chowk, not only for Guru Ji's 'darshan' but also to witness
his martyrdom. Guru Ji was imprisoned in a spiked cell, unable to stand
or sit properly. He had lost his three beloved Sikhs the day before- namely
bhai Math Das, Sati Das and Dyala ji. The Mughals once again posed the
same three questions: convert to Islam, perform a miracle as a proof of
divine power, or accept death. Guru Sahib replied pointing out the
absurdity of their questions, saying that the answers had been given
already the day before when his Sikhs willingly embraced death. Guru Ji
was asked if he had any last wish, and he wished to take a bath. After
bathing in a well, (which still exists in Sis Ganj Gurudwara, marking the
scared site), he was made to sit under a banyan tree, where he started
reciting the omnipotent bani - Japji Sahib. As he spoke the last two lines,
the executioner struck one fatal blow on the neck, separating Guru Ji's
head from his body.

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Highlights: Life and Principles 

 Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji was the youngest child of Guru Hargobind Ji and
was named Tyag Mal at birth - meaning the one who is able to make a
great sacrifice, this boy later became the ninth Guru of the Sikhs and was
known by the name Guru Tegh Bahadur. He was a great thinker and poet
who provided thorough explanations on the nature of God, body, mind
and worldly attachments, among other spiritual matters. His compositions
are enshrined in the sacred scripture, 8Guru Granth Sahib9 in the form of
116 poetic hymns called Salokas and Couplets, - these were added
posthumously by Guru Gobind Singh Ji. Guru Tegh Bahadur ji
undertook the supreme sacrifice for the protection of the most
fundamental of human rights - the right to Freedom of Religion and was
executed on the orders of Aurangzeb in 1675. At the site of his execution
stands Gurdwara Sis Ganj Sahib in Delhi. His wife Mata Gujri ji played a
central role in the history of Sikhism. Her life was a compelling narrative
of resilience, sacrifice, and unwavering devotion to the Sikh faith. She died
in the "Thanda Burj" at the fort of Sirhind on the same day as her
grandsons were bricked alive, after being imprisoned. 

It is important to note the continuance of the philosophy
of Guru Tegh Bahadur ji through his son Guru Gobind
Singh Ji, who established the Khalsa Panth, emphasizing
the tenets of equality, courage of standing for human
rights and selfless service. His teachings inspire millions
globally, advocating justice, faith in one God, and
compassion for all. In 1708 , he was assassinated after
being stabbed by a Pathan in Nanded, Maharashtra, on
the orders of Mughal ruler Nawab Wazir Khan of Sirhind.
His four sons Baba Ajit Singh, Baba Jujhar Singh, Baba
Zorawar Singh, and Baba Fateh Singh learned the skills of
a soldier, saint, scholar, and statesman at the feet of their
glorious father and continued the war of preserving
human rights. The elder two sons, Ajit Singh and Jujhar
Singh, died in the Battle of Chamkaur, while the younger
two, Zorawar Singh and Fateh Singh, were executed in
Sirhind after following the footsteps of their grandfather
and refusing the forceful conversion to Islam under the
dictums of the tyrant emperor.

Born  in the holy city of Amritsar in a house known as Guru ke Mahal. He had four brothers Baba
Gurditta Ji, Baba Suraj Mal Ji, Baba Ani Rai Ji, Baba Atal Rai Ji and one sister Bibi Veero Ji. He was
the ûfth and the youngest son of Sri Guru Hargobind Sahib Ji and Mata Nanki Ji. His childhood name
was Tyag Mal (Master of Renunciation) and he spent his childhood at Amritsar. 

GURU TEGH BAHADUR JI9S EARLY LIFE

Guru Sahib Ji had a regular schooling from the age of six,
where he also learnt classical, vocal and instrumental
music. In his early years he learned Gurmukhi, Hindi,
Sanskrit and Indian religious philosophy from Bhai
Gurdas  ji, and archery and horsemanship from Baba
Budha Ji while his father Guru Hargobind Ji, Master of
Miri and Piri taught him swordsmanship.   

The Battle of Kartarpur was fought between Sikhs and Mughals.The Sikhs fought this battle under the
leadership of Guru Hargobind Sahib Ji and Mughals were lead by Qutub Khan (faujdar of Jalandar)
and Painda Khan.This Battle took place in 1635 CE.  In this battle Sikhs under the supremacy of Guru
Hargobind Sahib Ji defeated the Mughals. In this battle Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji had also participated. 
The father, Guru Hargobind Sahib Ji was much pleased with the heroic performance of his son. In a
thrill of exuberance of joy, he changed his son's name from Tyag Mal to Tegh Bahadur meaning hero
of the sword. 

From the very childhood Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji used to sit inside the house and spend most of his
time in meditation. Due to the rich religious atmosphere at home he developed a distinct philosophical
bent of mind.    He delved into his studies and spent his time in meditation living up to his given name -
Master of Renunciation. He was married to Mata Gujri Ji at Kartarpur in 1632. 

Guru Har Rai Ji became Guru Hargobind's successor in 1644. Shortly after this Guru Hargobind asked
Tegh Bahadur Ji to move with his wife and his mother to the village of Bakala. He had told his wife,
who had wanted her son to follow the father as Guru, that one day he would become Guru and have a
son and that both of them would become renowned  for  their ûght for justice. During the stay at Baba
Bakala, Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji paid visits to many holy and historical places like Goindwal,
Kiratpur Sahib, Haridwar, Prayag, Mathura, Agra, Kashi (Banaras) and Gaya etc. 
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For the next 20 years the 8Master of Renunciation9 spent most of his time in an underground cavern
absorbed in meditation. Before Guru Har Krishan Ji passed away, he indicated that his successor would
be found in Bakala. Then a wealthy trader Mukhan Shah Lubhana introduced Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji
as the 9th Guru of Sikhs.

Meditating on the Guru's Name, courage rises to fight again with devotion and faith. Bhai Sati Das Ji, Bhai Mati Das Ji, and Bhai
Dyala Ji fought for the people to restore the sanctity of a forgotten face. All the above-mentioned names are poignant figures in Sikh
history and martyrdom, who gave their lives by being burned alive, sawn in half, and boiled alive in a cauldron of water. These acts of
sacrifice took place at Chandni Chowk, in front of their beloved companion and belief 4 Guru Tegh Bahadur Sahib Ji 4 to whom
Bhai Mati Das Ji, Sati Das Ji, and Dyala Ji offered their diligence and testified to their spirituality as sewadars (volunteers) in the
Guru's abode, proving:

Signifying that the service of the True Guru is fruitful if one does it with a devoted mind.

Bhai Sati Das Ji and Bhai Mati Das Ji were brothers, born to Hira Nand Ji, Brahmins hailing from the Chibber clan of the village of
Karyala, where the Chibbers had a stronghold in Jhelum District, Punjab (now in Pakistan). Their grandfather, Paraga Ji, had
embraced Sikhism during the reign of Guru Hargobind Ji by assisting him on the battlefield against the Mughal forces.
Their uncle, Dargah Mal, served Guru Har Rai Ji and Guru Har Krishan Sahib Ji as Diwan. This lineage shows how the family had
embraced the Sikh faith in its truest form while working for humanity.

Further, Bhai Sati Das Ji, who served as a sewadar in the Guru9s abode, also accompanied Guru Sahib during his eastern travels and
was issued imperial warrants because of his association with him. Yet, this did not waver Sati Das Ji9s faith. He raised his voice
against the Mughals and Aurangzeb for forcibly converting non-Muslims 4 specifically Kashmiri Brahmins 4 to Islam. Sati Das Ji,
along with Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji, Bhai Dyala Ji, and Bhai Mati Das Ji, was martyred by being wrapped in cotton and burned alive at
Chandni Chowk on 24th November 1675.

Like Sati Das Ji, Mati Das Ji too was martyred on the same day by being sawn in half. Bhai Mati Das Ji had immense courage and
rebuked the Mughals to their faces. He praised his Guru, calling him Tegh Bahadur 4 the Brave Swordsman 4 who had, at the mere
age of fourteen, repulsed Mughal forces. According to Sikh history, Bhai Mati Das Ji was repeatedly asked before his execution
whether he would give up his faith for the comforts Islam would provide. But Mati Das Ji stood firm, saying he had already tasted the
comforts of life 4 his wealthy background, parents, wife, and children 4 and now wished to taste the teeth of the saw.

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This enraged the Mughals. Before being sawn, Bhai Ji requested that he be killed as slowly as possible, so that he could complete
the paath of Japji Sahib before the light left his eyes. This shocked the Mughals, for never had they seen a man who requested a
slow death while his body vibrated in God's Name.

Seeing the bravery of Mati Das Ji, it is said that Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji bestowed upon him the title of "Bhai," which was later
adopted by the people of the Chibber clan.

Bhai Dyala Ji, a very loving companion of Guru Sahib, was the chief of the sangat at Patna Sahib and oversaw the masands
(religious preachers) in the East. He was martyred by being boiled alive in a cauldron of water until his flesh left his bones, on 24th
November 1675. Dyala Ji was the son of Bhai Mai Das Ji, and his grandfather was Bhai Balu Ram, brother of Bhai Mani Singh Ji
4 all of whom fought for Sikhism and humanity, attaining martyrdom just as he did. His lineage too comprised those who lived for
others and instilled Gurbani within their lives 4 not merely for name9s sake.
Bhai Dyala Ji, even while facing unbearable torture, continued to recite Japji Sahib and Sukhmani Sahib, remembering the True
Lord in the face of adversity.

Alongside Guru Sahib, Bhai Mati Das Ji, Sati Das Ji, and Dyala Ji devoted themselves to selfless service of God and humankind,
meditating deeply on the importance of Naam. During their martyrdom, they remained completely calm, reciting Japji Sahib and
the jaap of 8Waheguru,9 their faces turned towards Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji, accepting God's will, showing no signs of grief. This was
the strength they had attained through Naam and their unwavering faith.

The sacrifice of Bhai Dyala Ji, Bhai Sati Das Ji, and Bhai Mati Das Ji stood like a rock in the face of the Mughals, who sought to
distort their beliefs 4 but they stood firm, protecting the janeu and tilak alongside Guru Sahib, who himself was not only proud
but found them immensely blessed to go before him in the ultimate sacrifice.

To Guru Sahib, it was more his devotees being the chosen ones to go and stand firm for human rights. To him, it seemed the
Almighty was pleased with their devotion. As this line from Guru Granth Sahib Ji suggests:

From Sati Das Ji being a sewadar in the Guru9s abode 4 teaching Persian and offering care 4 to Mati Das Ji, his very own
brother, who served as Diwan managing the finances of Guru Ghar, and Dyala Ji, who took charge of the forces 4 each of them
stood united, fighting for the people and a greater purpose.

They rightly dedicated their lives to upholding the teachings of Guru Sahib and the honour of Sikh values and history.
They are not just shining examples of the past 4 they are living souls within us.
Because through them, we live.
Through them, we stand strong today, with no one able to make us embrace anything that goes against the calling of our hearts.

Guru Gobind Singh Ji and the Fight for Secularism
Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji9s sacrifice was not an end4it was a spark. Guru Gobind Singh Ji took that spark and ignited a fire, shaping
the Khalsa Panth into a living force of courage and righteousness. If Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji defined the price of faith, Guru Gobind
Singh Ji ensured no one would ever have to pay it again in helplessness. The Khalsa became the answer to tyranny, embodying both
the saintly wisdom of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji and the warrior spirit needed to defend it. His teachings did not fade; they became the
battle cry of the fearless.
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Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji, the 9th Sikh Guru earned the title <Hind Di Chadar=4the Shield of India4a
protector of faith, freedom and humanity for ûghting for the oppressed and supporting   the masses from
forced conversions to Islam.

At the heart of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji9s legacy is his supreme sacriûce to save the Kashmiri Pandits from the
Mughal emperor Aurangzeb9s tyranny. Facing brutal religious persecution, they sought refuge in Guru Ji,  
who reassured them with unshakeable resolve: <If  the Mughal emperor succeeds in converting me then you
all can follow suit. But if  I remain steadfast, then it will protect your faith and be a shield for religious
freedom in this land.= With these words, Guru Ji put himself  as the lone barrier against oppression, he
reûected his unparalleled courage and his unwavering commitment to justice and righteousness.   
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Determined to uphold truth, Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji travelled to
Delhi to resist Aurangzeb's forced conversions, accompanied by
loyal companions. Guru Ji was arrested and tortured in an
inhumane manner, every attempt was made to break his will, yet he
remained unbroken. Despite immense suûering, he upheld    the
sanctity of religious freedom, asserting that no spirit could bend
him down to break his principles There was no power to force
Guru Ji to forsake his ideals. On November 11, 1675, at Chandni
Chowk in Delhi, Guru Ji embraced his martyrdom- his Guruship
became an immortal stand against oppression. His selûessness
safeguared the faith of countless others, thus making him
indisputable as a protector of faith and humanity.   
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The exemplary journey of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji9s life concluded in martyrdom, but his spirit dwells in the
heart of people. His teachings, his undying resistance against oppression, and his ultimate sacrifice are told
through Gurudwaras that do more than commemorate: They ensure his philosophy will stand the test of
time. His places of solace are not mere architectural wonders; they serve as direct inspiration in which his
spirit resides. As we turn the page, we journey through the sacred spaces that keep his legacy alive4each
Gurudwara, a testament to his courage, and each monument, a keeper of his truth. 
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Located near Harmandir Sahib in Amritsar, this sacred site is the birthplace of Guru
Tegh Bahadur Ji, born to Guru Hargobind Ji and Mata Nanaki Ji on Baisakhi 1621
AD. It is also associated with Guru Ram Das Ji, Guru Arjan Dev Ji, and Guru
Hargobind Ji.

This sacred site marks Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji9s revelation as the Ninth Guru. Before
his departure, the preceding Guru hinted that the next Guru was in Bakala, leading
Bhai Makhan Shah Lubhana to joyfully proclaim, "Guru Ladho Re!"

First visited by Guru Nanak Dev Ji, this site was later established by Guru Tegh
Bahadur Ji in 1666. It holds special significance as the place where he received the
news of his son9s birth4Guru Gobind Singh Ji.

Visited by Guru Nanak Dev Ji, Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji, and Guru Gobind Singh Ji,
this site is home to Gurdwara Guru Ka Bagh, where Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji
performed a miracle, bringing forth water from stone for Kalyan Das.

A place of great sacrifice, where Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji voluntarily offered himself
for arrest to Aurangzeb. Built over a former reservoir (Taal), the Gurudwara stands
as a symbol of resilience in Sikh history.

On November 11, 1675, Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji was beheaded on Aurangzeb9s
orders, a day after his disciples4Bhai Mati Das Ji, Bhai Sati Das Ji, and Bhai
Dayala Ji4were brutally executed. This Gurudwara stands as an enduring symbol of
his supreme sacrifice for faith and ideals.

It marks the sacred cremation site of the revered Dhan Shri Guru Tegh Bahadur
Sahib Ji. The great Bhai Lakhi Shah Vanjara secretly brought Guru Sahib's severed
body to his house and set his house on fire and performed the sacred funeral rites. 

Sacred Sites Related to Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji:
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Bhai Jaita Ji on his way from Delhi to Anandpur Sahib carried the sacred head of
Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji and reached Taraori. Bhai Jaita Ji halted here for a night at
his disciple, Deva Ram's place.

Bhai Jaita Ji on his way to Anandpur Sahib stayed at Ambala in his disciple's place
with Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji's Sis. 

This Gurudwara is built in the memory of, Jaita Ji's halt for a night carrying Guru
Tegh Bahadur Ji's sacred head. 

Here, Guru Gobind Singh Ji, along with Mata Gujri Ji and Mata Nanaki Ji,
received Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji9s sacred head from Bhai Jaita Ji, honoring him as
"Ranghrete Guru Ke Bete." The head was then taken to Anandpur Sahib for
cremation.

This Gurudwara is about the last rites of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji's sacrosanct
Human Head being carried to Anandpur along with its procession. The head was
carried in Kasul and other reed tubes by the holy wives from Gurdwara Rakab
Ganj Sahib to Anandpur on September 10, 1675. 

Also known as Takht Sri Harmandir Sahib, this Takht in Patna, Bihar, is the
birthplace of Guru Gobind Singh Ji and marks the stay of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji
with his family. Established by Maharaja Ranjit Singh, it enshrines sacred relics,
reflecting Sikh history and faith.

In 1672, Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji visited the place where people were suffering from a
mysterious disease. He stayed there and meditated under the Banyan tree by the
side of the pond for a few days. With the blessing of Guru Ji, the people were cured
from this illness. Henceforth, this place came to be known as Dukhniwaran Sahib.
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Gurudwara Sis Ganj Sahib of Chandni Chowk was first
time built in 1783, when Krora Singhia Misl Sardar Baghel
Singh signed a treaty with Mughal Emperor Shah Alam II
to construct 7 historic Gurudwaras in Delhi.

Story goes on that after Sikhs took control of Delhi in
1783, Baghel Singh didn9t know where Guru Tegh Bahadur
attained Shaheedi, until an old Muslim water carrier
woman approached him and told him that her father was
the one who washed and cleaned the execution site, pointed
towards the place adjacent to a Mughal Kotwali at Chandni
Chowk, and Baghel Singh constructed a small shrine in
memory of the Guru.

From 1783 to 1857, Shrine remained an important
pilgrimage site, but after Sikh forces along with the
British smashed into Delhi, Sikh forces took control of
entire Chandni Chowk and shrine was renovated and
expanded by the Maharajas and Rajas of Patiala, Jind
and Nabha. In 1930, as Lutyens Delhi was built, one
of its contractors, Sardar Narain Singh decided to
built a much more modern and grand Gurudwara, in
then famous Art Deco style, which gave way to present
building. In 1960s, Gurudwara was an important site
of launching Punjabi Subah Morcha & In 1984,
Gurudwara was torched by the mobs in Sikh pogroms
in November, but survived and stands in the once
prosperous roads of Old Delhi.

A Literary Translation workshop was
organized by the Department of Punjabi
and Department of English, under the aegis
of IQAC at SGTB Khalsa College on
October 10, 2024.

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A Legacy of Leadership and Reform

From a Bureaucrat to Statesman

OBITUARY
DR. MANMOHAN SINGH JI

Dr. Manmohan Singh, an Economist, Academician,
Bureaucrat and a Politician, passed away at the age
of 92, leaving behind a monumental legacy in Indian
politics and global economic policy. Known for his
quiet demeanor, humility, and towering intellect, Dr.
Singh9s contributions to India9s economic growth
and transformation are unrivalled. He was born on
26th September, 1932, in Gah, Punjab (now in
Pakistan) and migrated to India during its terrifying
partition. Hailing from a modest background, he
became one of the most revered of the figures in
the history of Indian politics and economics. Dr.
Singh earned his academic credentials from
prestigious institutions, including the Cambridge
University and the Oxford University, where he
specialized in Economics.

Furthermore, India saw a rapid growth of economy under his tenure. In 1991, when the country faced a severe
economic crisis, it was nobody but Dr. Singh who emphasised on liberalising the economy. As a Finance
Minister for Prime Minister P.V. Narasimha Rao from 1991 to 1996, Dr. Singh devised structural reforms that
liberalised India9s economy and was hence the pioneer of India9s Economic Liberalization. His policies of
deregulation, opening up markets, and encouraging foreign investment reshaped India's economic landscape,
paving the way for the country9s rapid growth in the decades to come. Dr. Singh later became a symbol of
dignified public service, often speaking on issues of national importance thoughtfully. His legacy as a
statesman and an economist continues to inspire future generations. Dr. Manmohan Singh will not only be
remembered for his policies but also for his leadership, which left an indelible mark on the world stage. He is
survived by his family, including his wife, Dr. Gursharan Kaur, and their daughters.

Dr. Manmohan Singh, before starting a political
career, was a phenomenal teacher. After his return
from England, he started teaching in the Panjab
University. He was himself an alma mater of that
university. He later taught as a senior teacher there
from 1957-1959 after which, he got a chance to work
with the United Nations. He subsequently began his
bureaucratic career when he was hired by Mr. Lalit
Narayan Mishra as an advisor in the Commerce and
Industry Ministry. Mr. Singh held the major posts of
the Chief Economic Advisor from 1972 to 1976,
Governor of the Reserve Bank from 1982 to 1985 and
Head of the Planning Commission from 1985-1987
while working for the Government of India. Dr. Singh
joined politics in the year 1991 when PM P.V.
Narasimha Rao inducted him into his cabinet. 

Dr. Manmohan Singh was the fourth longest serving Prime
Minister of India and the first Sikh Prime Minister the country
had seen. He served as the 13th Prime Minister from 2004 to
2014, under which the population witnessed a period of both
economic growth and political challenges. His leadership was
etched by a stable governance, a commitment to reforms, and
an emphasis on diplomacy. India saw several legislations and
projects in his term including the National Rural Health Mission,
Unique Identification Authority, Rural Employment Guarantee
Scheme, Right to Information, etc. Even BRICS got established
with India as one of the founding members in 2009 during his
tenure.

She pondered on how the
Union and State Governments together are committed to
the promotion and propagation of the Hindi language
mentioned in the Constitution. She enlightened the audience
about the increasing importance of Hindi language, not only
in banks but also in all major government and semi-
government offices.

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Period Pain Simulation Event (06th March 2025)
The Internal Complaints9 Committee (ICC) and Women Development Cell (WDC) of SGTB Khalsa College, in
collaboration with Womenite NGO, organized a Period Pain Simulation event to promote menstrual health awareness
and gender sensitivity. The initiative aimed to challenge societal taboos and foster empathy among participants. The
event educated students, especially men, about menstrual pain through a simulation device that mimicked period
cramps. Participants voluntarily experienced the discomfort, leading to increased awareness and empathy. Many
expressed surprise at the intensity of the pain, fostering meaningful conversations on menstrual health and breaking
societal stereotypes. The event saw active participation, with attendees pledging to support menstrual awareness
initiatives. It successfully fostered inclusivity and understanding, making it a significant step towards gender equality. 

ICC- Internal Complaints9 Committee
Gender Sensitisation Sessions (September 10, 2024 to September 20, 2024)
The members of the ICC organised a session on gender sensitisation explaining the students what constitutes sexual
harassment under the law. Over 500 students attended these sessions, which were designed to foster a respectful and
inclusive environment by raising awareness of gender roles, equality, and the need to challenge stereotypes. The
presentation outlined the procedures for filing complaints, legal frameworks such as the POSH Act and UGC
Guidelines, along the steps taken by the ICC to ensure impartial redressal. It also debunked common myths
surrounding sexual harassment, emphasized the seriousness of the issue, and detailed the potential consequences for
those found guilty of misconduct.

Training session of Internal Complaints9 Committee(ICC) members (October 23,2024)
A training session for ICC members was conducted on October 23rd, 2024 by Ms. Rupinder Kaur, the External
Member of ICC. She emphasized strategies to improve the ICC9s effectiveness and addressed key issues related to
workplace sexual harassment. Ms. Kaur highlighted the importance of recognizing inappropriate behavior,
understanding the reporting process and ensuring fair investigations. She stressed the need for written complaints and
responses to promote clarity, confidentiality, and transparency in the resolution process. Additionally, it was suggested
that the list of ICC members with contact details be posted on the college website and notice boards to enhance
accessibility and trust.

Prof. Rachan Sareen
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The Students9 Welfare Committee, driven by
its commitment to academic excellence and
inclusivity, has undertaken several
initiatives to support students from
economically weaker sections and those
with disabilities. These efforts aim to ensure
that financial constraints do not hinder
their educational aspirations. On November
8th, 2024, an interview process was
conducted to identify and shortlist students
in need of financial assistance from a pool
of 200 scholarship applicants. Following a
thorough evaluation, scholarships worth Rs.
9,17,000/- (Rupees Nine Lakh Seventeen
Thousand only) were awarded to 106
deserving students, enabling them to pursue
their studies with greater ease. To further
enhance awareness about available
financial aid opportunities, the committee
organized an online seminar on December
5th, 2024, in collaboration with
Buddy4Study Foundation. This session
provided valuable insights into various
scholarship programs, equipping students
with the knowledge to explore and apply for
financial assistance. 

In addition to supporting economically
weaker students, the committee also
prioritized the needs of students with
disabilities. Twelve ANGEL Devices were
procured and distributed to ensure better
accessibility and learning support.
Furthermore, the Help the Blind Foundation
(HTBF) awarded scholarships totaling Rs.
2,10,000/- (Rupees Two Lakh Ten Thousand
only) to students under the Persons 

CommitteeCommittee
with Disabilities (PWD) category, benefiting 10
first-year students and 11 second-year students
in 2025.
Through these initiatives, the Students9
Welfare Committee remains steadfast in its
mission to foster an inclusive, equitable, and
supportive academic environment,
empowering students to achieve their full
potential. The Student Welfare Committee
held its annual award ceremony on May
7th, 2024, honoring 43 students who secured
second position in their respective courses
with a trophy and a certificate. Furthermore,
seven students of Foreign languages viz.
French, Spanish, German, Japanese, Korean
and Chinese; were awarded with certificate
of appreciation. Additionally, seven students
received merit-cum-means scholarships,
established by current and retired faculty
members, as well as eminent personalities
associated with the college.

Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Khalsa College follows
sustainable waste management through waste segregation
at source, using labeled green and blue bins placed across
the campus. Biodegradable kitchen waste from the
canteen and hostel is processed through aerobin
composting, with two units installed on December 19,
2023. Leaf litter is managed through leaf bin composting
using mesh bins and pit composting, both supported by
microbial cultures from ICAR-IARI. These activities are
supervised by faculty and carried out by members of the
Green Fingers Club, ensuring regular maintenance and
compost collection.

The college also practices mushroom cultivation using agro-waste like rice and wheat straw, growing edible varieties
such as Pleurotus, Agaricus, and Calocybe to promote waste recycling and economic use. Paper waste from labs,
magazines, and practical files is sent to Jaagruti Waste Paper Recycling Services. Regular environmental activities
such as a cleanliness drive, and Green Campus Week (March 18323, 2024) including workshops, exhibitions, and
plantation drives, are held throughout the year. On 26th March 2025 the committee organised an awareness lecture
on waste segregation at source in collaboration with the Municipal Corporation of Delhi and DMSWSL,
highlighting the college9s strong commitment to sustainability and active student participation.

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Mata Gujri College Library is a well-stocked facility with a
collection of over 1,47,163 books, 7 Indian journals, 28 magazines,
and 27 newspapers. The library is connected to the Delhi
University wide area campus networking system, providing access
to electronic resources through the DULS and UGC-INFONET
Consortium. It is also a member of the UGC-NLIST program,
offering access to e-resources to students and faculty.
The library, which serves both to undergraduate and postgraduate
students, has an annual budget of Rs. 13,65,000/- (Rupees Thirteen
Lakhs Sixty-Five Thousand Only) for acquiring books, and
approximately 2,000 books are added each year. The library also
has a dedicated section with over 8,000 books on Sikh Studies
enabling researches in this area.

The library is automated, with books barcoded and accessible
through OPAC (Online Public Access Catalogue) and is monitored
by 32 CCTV cameras for security. The library also preserves all
editions of the college magazine <THE TEGH= since 1953.

The library is housed in a three-story building with the facilities:
Ground Floor: Circulation counter, OPAC, processing section, and
a reading room for PWD students.
First Floor: Textbooks, reference books, periodicals, and teacher's
reading room.
Second Floor: A reading room with a seating capacity of 200
students, equipped with an LCD projector for orientation and
training.

Department of Electronics arranged an
educational visit for the students of the
department to the National Physical
Laboratory (NPL), New Delhi on 1st October,
2024. There, the students were educated about
cryogenics (liquid nitrogen and helium plants)
to maintain extremely low temperatures in
experimental setups. They also got a chance to
visit the fluid flow calibration laboratory,
where they learnt how flow meters are
calibrated.

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Memory as a Portal through Time
window, watching the city hum
with a life which she cannot
touch.
Time does not move forward, as
we are taught to believe. It loops;
it lingers. It presses itself into the
creases of old letters, into the
weight of untold stories, into the
folds of a sari untouched for
seventy years. It holds within the
locked trunks of old women; in
the forgotten scent of a house
which no longer exists, or in the
question of a granddaughter
who never meant to travel
through time, but has already
arrived.
Perhaps time-travel is not an act
of science, but of reckoning.

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Freezing Time
Beyond a Lifetime: 
Amrita Pritam and Imroz9
Letters as Time Capsules

Amrita Pritam and Imroz
shared a love which
transcended time, space,
and societal conventions4
immortalized through
decades of intimate, artful
letters. Their relationship
was not defined by
marriage or traditional
expectations; instead, it
unfolded through  language
and artistic expression,
sustained across the years. 
 These letters became more
than simple
correspondence; they were
time capsules filled with
longing, the quiet
companionship of solitude,
and the tender details of
everyday  life. In a letter
dated 24th October 1959,
Imroz expressed how
distance  seemed to dissolve
in  the  presence of their  
bond, suggesting that the  

the nine-hundred-mile
desert between them faded
into oblivion. Their
epistolary exchange
challenged the linear flow
of time4revisiting
memories, preserving
emotions, and extending
their love beyond even
Amrita9s lifetime. 
In another letter, dated
27th November 1967,
Amrita reflected on the
distance which separated
them, aligning herself with
Imroz9s solitude by
describing herself as a part
of his exile. Despite the
physical divide between
Bombay and Delhi, their
words bridged the space,
and even after Amrita9s
passing, Imroz continued
to write to her. His
enduring belief that love,

once born, never truly fades,
lived on in these letters. Together,
their correspondence remains a
testament to the idea that love
does not conform to clocks or
lifespans4it simply is, timeless
and eternal. 
Their exchange began with a
defining one-line letter: <Bombay
welcomes its artist=. The
following is a reimagined
reflection on that moment,
maintaining its poetic spirit: 
Bombay welcomes its artist. 
The city stands still beneath neon
lights and monsoon skies, the
scent of salt and old ink
suspended in the air. If one could
walk its corridors of yesterday,
they might find him there4with a
paintbrush in hand, sketching
futures that never came to pass.
Across the years, a voice might
whisper4stay, for time is only a
trick of the universe, and eternity
is ours to share. 
 This was not a letter from a
room or a city, but from the very
fold of time. With eyes closed,
one could be there again. Love,
as he once said, was the only
thing that defied time4and she
believed him. She still would. 
And if time could be frozen, it
would be in the way his fingers
curled around a teacup, the way
laughter folded into the Bombay
wind. For now, she had become
the city itself4and the city
welcomed him still.

Time Travel and the
Future of Fiction:

The true mechanics behind such phenomena
remain speculative. Although, our current
understanding of physics deems time-travel
via traditional means impossible, it does not
entirely close the door on the idea. The
interplay between our three-dimensional
world and potential higher dimensions
suggests that time, as we perceive it, might be
more malleable than our everyday experience
suggests. 
 In summary, while conventional time-travel
using machines is ruled out by modern
physics, the concept remains rich territory
for fiction. By exploring ideas like cosmic
time-loops and higher-dimensional travel,
writers can continue to push the boundaries
of creativity. Modern scientific insights thus
invite a new era of storytelling which
reimagines time travel in innovative ways.

Time-travel typically evokes images of
machines that whisk us across eras, yet modern
science offers a very different perspective.
According to Einstein9s Theory of Relativity,
any object with mass cannot travel faster than
light4a speed reserved solely for massless
particles like photons. This means that
traditional time-travel, as portrayed in popular
fiction, is physically impossible. 
However, the discussion doesn9t end with this
scientific limitation. Our universe is
multidimensional, even though we experience
only three spatial dimensions. The physical
laws we know have been confirmed only within
these familiar dimensions. This opens the door
to the possibility that higher dimensions, still
largely unexplored, might offer alternative
ways to experience time. 
Fiction has long been a source of inspiration
for scientific discovery. Iconic works like H.G.
Wells9 The Time Machine have spurred
creativity and innovation, suggesting that even
seemingly impossible ideas can influence real-
world progress. Today, writers are challenged
to rethink time-travel by exploring concepts
which align with modern scientific
understanding. 
A contemporary example is found in the TV
series, Lucifer. In its sixth season, the
protagonist9s daughter is unexpectedly thrust
back in time through a mysterious cosmic
mechanism4a self-correcting time-loop that
preserves the natural order. In this narrative,
she does not control time, but is instead swept
into a predetermined temporal pathway
dictated by the universe. This twist implies that
while manipulating time may be out of reach,
the cosmos could permit travel through
specific, inherent loops designed to maintain
equilibrium.

The English Literary Society hosted an engaging panel discussion titled <Mythology and Its Evolution
through Indian Literature,= on November 20, 2024, featuring distinguished scholars Dr. Namita Sethi 

The conversation then shifted to modern literature, where the panelists
discussed how contemporary writers used myth as a lens to critique social
realities. They also addressed the impact of major historical shifts4 

(JDMC), Dr. Animesh Mohapatra (DCAC), and
Dr. Richa Bajaj (Hindu College). 
The panel explored the dynamic nature of
mythology in Indian literature, beginning with
representations of gods and goddesses in classical
and medieval texts. The speakers examined how
these divine figures, particularly goddesses, had
been shaped by religious, social, and political
forces across time. From Sanskrit epics to Bhakti
poetry, the discussion highlighted the interplay
between mythology and cultural narratives.

linguistic transitions, colonialism, and Partition4 on
mythological storytelling, revealing how these events had
prompted both continuity and transformation in the
interpretation of myths. 
Dr. Bajaj focused on myth as metaphor in post-Partition
literature, while Dr. Mohapatra emphasized its evolving
symbolism in the face of collective trauma. Dr. Sethi offered a
critical lens on the cultural utility of myth, particularly in
shaping gender and social hierarchies.

SEMINAR
Literature is a continuous dialogue in which every ending marks the beginning of new
intellectual pursuits. Reflecting this idea, Inkspire, the English Literary Society of Sri
Guru Tegh Bahadur Khalsa College, University of Delhi, organized its flagship seminar
titled <8End9 as 8Beginning9: Evaluating Narrative Closures and Subversions= on April 163
17, 2025. Building on the success of its previous seminar on 8Nonsense3Literature9,  this
year9s flagship event introduced a distinctive mentorship-based academic model which
emphasized the research process over the final product. Participants4 including
undergraduate, postgraduate, and PhD scholars4 were paired with experienced academic
mentors, encouraging critical inquiry and collaboration at every stage of their research
journey.

The seminar explored the fluidity of endings and beginnings within
literary narratives, examining how texts challenge, reinforce, or
reimagine traditional closures. It underscored the idea that literary
and academic explorations are not finite, but ongoing processes of
reinterpretation and dialogue.
The Keynote address was delivered by Prof. Ira Raja (Department of
English, University of Delhi), whose insights added depth to the
theme.
